7. Based on point 3, please indicate the time needed for completion of the thesis/doctoral studies

An optimal application should
- Demonstrate that the applicant is motivated and has potential to develop into an independent researcher
- Demonstrate that the applicant will significantly benefit from the program
- Contain a scientifically significant and feasible thesis project
